	
	


Maldon and Mersea Island Museum Visit.

This is a drive yourself visit with two options:

Option 1

Maldon and Mersea Island Museum 

If anyone would like to participate but is without transport I will have 3 seats spare and can be at Chelmsford Rail or Bus station at about 10.15 – 10.30 a.m. and will return you to the station late afternoon on return from Mersea. Please let me know.

The Maldon museum will open at 11 am (instead of the usual 2pm). Admission charge is £1. This can be combined with the flower festival at St Mary’s church where, for a donation to church funds, John Raven’s wife Maureen will be happy to serve us coffee & biscuits. There are several food outlets in Maldon town or bring a packed lunch.

The Museum (CM9 5HX) is situated at the main pedestrian entrance to Promenade Park. I would suggest the nearest car park is the High Street East (for those with sat nav. the postcode is CM9 5BY), which is a Pay & Display car park. Both the museum and St Mary’s are within a 10 minute walk. An alternative would be Promenade Park or the Council Offices (free on a Saturday). Please be mindful that it is carnival day and that the High Street will be closed from 2.00p.m.

St Mary’s Church (at Hythe Quay) is visible from almost everywhere at this end of town and is in Church Street.

For lunch there are several food outlets in Maldon, otherwise you will need to bring a packed lunch.

If we leave Maldon at 1.00 to 1.30 there should be plenty of time to reach Mersea Island by 2.00 to 2.30p.m. 

Leave the car park and head up the high street. At the mini roundabout turn right down Market Hill. Carry on straight until at Heybridge (car sales on your left), take the second exit at the roundabout. After passing the parade of shops and at the next roundabout take the second exit onto the B1026 to Goldhanger. At Salcott-cum- Virley take the road to Great Wigborough. At the junction at Peldon, (Peldon Rose Pub on your left), turn right towards Mersea Island.

Option 2 Visit to Mersea Island Museum only

The Mersea Island Museum opens at 2.00 p.m. and there is a charge of £1 entrance (concessions 50p).

For those interested there is a Guided History Walk around West Mersea from the museum that starts at 2.30pm and is £1.50 per person. Tickets are available from the Museum on the day. 

Mersea Island is about 9 miles South of Colchester on the B1025. The museum is in West Mersea - follow the main road through the village to the High Street and down as far as the parish church. Turn left in front of the church to reach the entrance gates of the museum. I am unsure at the moment about parking.
For those with sat nav the postcode for the museum is CO5 8QD.
